
 

Miami Dade College and CINTAS Foundation Announce 2013-14 
Visual Arts Finalists    
 
Miami, Sept. 25, 2013 – Miami Dade College (MDC), home of the CINTAS Fellows Collection, and the 
CINTAS Foundation have announced this year’s visual arts finalists for the annual CINTAS Foundation 
Fellowship competition. The competition awards a $10,000 fellowship for each winner in three categories: 
visual arts, music and creative writing.  
 
The MDC Museum of Art + Design at the Freedom Tower will be showcasing the visual arts finalists’ works 
from Oct. 10 through Dec. 15. The exhibition is free and open to the public, during gallery hours.    
 
The CINTAS Board will decide upon this year’s winners in all categories at its annual meeting on Oct. 10. The 
winners will then be announced at a special reception and awards ceremony at 7 p.m. on Thursday, Oct. 10, at 
MDC’s Freedom Tower.

Design of the CINTAS Fellows Collection, comprised of nearly 300 pieces by artists of Cuban descent living 
outside Cuba who have received prestigious CINTAS Fellowships, awarded since 1963.
